Teaching Content: Vocabulary and Listening
Teaching Aims and Demands:

1. Language Knowledge
Key vocabulary: tiger, camel, elephant, lion, giraffe, kangaroo, monkey, panda, snake, wolf, polar, bear, zebra Africa, African, America, American, Asia, Asian, Europe, European, Arctic，trip, zoo, guide, thousand, visit, every, animal, more

Key structure: Does the panda eat bamboo?

Yes, it does. It eats bamboo.

Does the tiger come from Europe?

No, it doesn’t. It comes from Asia. (重点)
2. Listening skill: To find specific information in the listening  

To ask and answer questions about animals (难点)
3. Affection and attitudes: We should love and protect animals.

Learning strategies:

Bottom –up approach and listening to the tape and do some exercises.

Teaching Aids: Multi-media, object and picture teaching

Teaching Procedures:

Part I: Warming up

T: Good morning, class! Welcome to have a train to be a guide! There are 5 rounds altogether. If you pass all of them, you will be one of the guides in the most famous zoo in China, Beijing Zoo. First, a guide is a person whose job is to show interesting places to visitors. Look! This is Beijing Zoo. Sixteen thousand people visit it every day. The zoo has five thousand animals – kangaroos, polar bears, zebras, pandas and many more. Now let’s learn all the animals in the rooms!

Ss: Yes.

T: Let’s go to the first room. Now what can you see? 

Ss: Panda. 

T: Good! Please take the panda carefully to the nature (Let a student take out their animal dolls to the nature.) and ask the whole class read: ‘a’ sounds [
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T: How do you spell “panda”?

Ss: P-A-N-D-A, panda.

T: Let’s go to the next room. What can you see?

Ss: Elephant.

Part II: Lead in:
T: After Round 1, let’s enter Round 2. When the visitors ask you something about the animals, how can you answer it? First, we have a guessing game. Don’t raise your hand until I finish reading the information about animals. We have four groups. Let’s see which group is the quickest. Second, let’s ask and answer some question. The group that will ask the question can get two points and choose the student who will answer it. 

Part III: Listening
Now let’s come to Round 3.

Step one: Close the books and listen to the tape.

Step two: Listen to the tape again and answer the question.
Step three: Read after the tape. 

Step four: Play the recording again and have them tell me the answer of Activity 4 in Page 55.

Step five: Check the answers written in Activity 4 in Page 55.

Part IV: Summary

T: Congratulation! You passed 4 rounds. Now if you can pass the last round, you will be a formal guide!
